I. FAITH DEFINED

Faith is complete confidence that a person or thing will function according to promise.

Faith in Almighty God claims His promises, bringing the mighty power and resources of God into contact with man’s needs and problems.

Faith in the Lord Jesus Christ brings salvation to the sinner through Christ’s own righteousness, giving the sinner perfect standing before a Holy God.

Further, faith gives the Saint the privilege of fellowship with God and ready access to the Throne of Grace where his prayers are heard by the natural eye（Hebrews 11:1）

II. WHAT IS THE SOURCE OF FAITH?

V. Faith is the combined work of God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit

1. God the father gives faith

God the Father bestows faith in the beginning （Ephesians 2:8）. Faith is the gift of God’s free grace. “For I say, through the grace given unto me, to every man that is among you, not to think of himself more highly than he ought to think; but to think soberly, according as God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith” （Romans 12:3）

2. God the Son perfects faith

                                     “（Hebrews 12:2）. The moment we take our eyes off Christ and look at the world around us with all of its difficulties and problems, faith in Christ gives way to fear of the situation. We are told in Matthew 14:30, 31, that Peter was able to walk on the water by faith as long as he kept his eyes upon Jesus Christ. His faith was in Christ and His power to enable him to walk upon the water. When Peter saw the rough waves beating around him, he began to doubt and fear, and then be began to sink.

3. God the Holy Spirit administers faith

God the Holy Spirit administers, or directs, the gift of faith. “The fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith” （Galations 5:22）; “To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit” （I Corinthians 12:9）. Faith, then, is a gift of God the Father, but it is produced in the believer by the Holy Spirit Who is the administrator of all gifts.

VI. There is also a human side to faith

The Hole Spirit can only produce faith in those who will permit Him to do so. A person responds by accepting the promises of God’s Word as facts, then relies upon the Holy Spirit to apply these facts to his won life.

“So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing, and hearing by the word of God”（Romans 10：17）”howbeit many of them which heard the word believed；and the number of the man was about five thousand”（Acts 4:4）.We learn that these two verses refer to the spoken Word of God, the Gospel. In other cases the written Word, the Scriptures, are referred to as producing faith. In Galatians 3:2-5, Paul speaks about the working of miracles through “the hearing of faith” In Romans 4:19-21, Abraham’ s faith was strengthened by hearing and claiming the promises of God. Verse 21 makes it very clean that Abraham was fully persuaded that God was able to do what He had promised. Therefore, he began to praise and give glory to God on the strength of the promise alone, long before the birth of the promised son, lsaac. That is why his faith was credited to him as rignteousness. After lsaac was born, Abraham was willing to sacrifice him, showing his faith by his obedience.

We are responsible for the lock of faith it we have an opportunity to hear or read the Word and fail to take advantage of it. Luke mentions player over and over again as a means in the  development, or building up, of faith. ”But I have prayed for thee, that thy faith fail not: and when thou art converted, strength-en  thy brethren” （Luke 22:32）. “The apostles said unto the Lord, Increase our faith”（Luke 17:5）. Other passages that mention prayer as a vital factor in developing faith are Mark 9:24 and Matthew 17:19-21. Study these passages.

Our faith grows by the use of the faith we already have（Romans 1:17a and ll Thessalonians 1:3）. Through use, the faith we have increases

VII. WHY IS FAITH IMPORTANT?

Throughout the world, many men seek to please God. But God’s Word says, “Without faith it is impossible to please him :for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him”（Hebrews11:6）. Faith is the one requirement for receiving God’s grace and favor.

Christ recognized faith above all other virtues. The Syrophenician woman（see Mark 7:24-30 and Matthew 15:21-28）sought the  Loud  diligently,  but  she  was  rewarded  not  for  her persistence, but for her faith. “                                           

（Matthew 15:28）.The centurion （Roman army officer）came to the Lord in humility, but his servant was healed because of his faith. “Went Jesus heard it, he marvelled, and said to them that followed, Verily I say unto you, I have not found so great faith, no, not in lsrael” （Matthew 8:10）. “And Jesus said unto the centurion, Go thy way; and as thou hast believed, so be it done unto thee. And his servant was healed in the selfsame hour” （Matthew 8:13）. The blind man in Mark 10:46-52 was earnest in his plea, but received his sight because of his faith. “And Jesus said unto him, GO thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. And immediately he received his sight, and followed Jesus in the way”（Mark 10:52）.

In II Peter 1:5-7, faith is the foundation upon which the seven other graces of our spiritual temple are laid. These graces make us that we “shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lard Jesus Christ”（II Peter 1:8b）. We must ”believe that he [God] is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him” （Hebrews 11:6b）. To believe that Jesus is God is absolutely essential to faith in Him. 

The Apostle Paul, in listing the three graces in I Corinthians 13:13, says the greatest is charity（love）, but he begins his listing with faith. “Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen”（Hebrews 11:1）. The only hope we have is in Jesus Christ. To doubt His existence would leave no basis for hope. Faith is also the very evidence of thing not seen, for how can we love Him Whom we have not seen without perfect confidence in His existence. “Whom, having not seen, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, yet believing, ye rejoice with joy unspeakable and fall of glory: Receiving the end of your faith, even the salvation of your souls” （l peter 1:8’9）.

Therefore, both our hope for the future and our present love for Him Who holds the future are based upon our faith in Jesus Christ.

IV. WHAT ARE TWO BASIC ASPECTS OF FAITH?

There are many aspects of faith. But two basic ones are: being regenerated and living by faith.

A. Being regenerated （given new life）by faith

  
Being regenerated by faith involves a knowledge of the Gospel as taught in the Word of God, accepting its claims as true and personally receiving its bene-fits. These three elements of faith will be dealt with separately

.

1. Knowing the Gospel as taught in the Word of God

Faith is based upon a knowledge of the Word of God. “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God” （Romans 10:17）. “How then shall they call on him in whom they have not believed? And how shall they believe in him of whom they have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher?”（Romans 10:14）.

Faith is based upon the very best evidence, the Word of God （Isaiah 40:8）. This simply means accepting as true what God says in His Word, especially regarding our sinfulness and our salvation through Christ. We may not understand everything about Christ and His work, but we must have experienced a deep conviction that God’s Word is true. After salvation, by faith, the scales fall from our eyes, revealing previously hidden spiritual truths to which our hearts respond. This faith is founded in God Himself, Who cannot lie（Titus 1:2）. Nothing can be more certain than God’s Word. Faith is concerned with spiritual and eternal things. If there is no certainty here, our faith is in vain（Psalm 119:89）.

Faith is NOT a leap into the dark, but is a well-lighted highway. “The entrance of thy words giveth; it giveth understanding unto the simple （Psalm 119:130）. ”                                     

                                  “（Psalm 119:105）

 Faith in any other savior but Christ will not save （Act 4:12）.Faith in any other gospel than that of the Bible will not save. “But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed” （Galatians 1:8）.

2. Accepting word of God as true

The Bible is the Word of God. “All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness” （II Timothy3:16）. “Thy 【God’s】word is true from the beginning: and every one of they righteous judgments endureth for ever” （Psalm 119:160）. “Thy 【God’s】word is truth “（John 17:17b）.

Knowledge of the Word of God is essential, but we must believe it to be true before we will act upon it.

3. Personally receiving that which we know and accept as true

Knowing the claims of the Word of God and accepting them as true will profit nothing if we are not led to receive for ourselves the object of our faith, Jesus Christ. “For unto us was the gospel preached, as will as unto them: but the word preached did not profit them, not being mixed with faith in them that heard it “（Hebrews 4:2）.

It is possible to know that Christ is Divine and still reject Him as Savior. We can acknowledge the scriptural claims of Christ without surrendering our hearts and wills to Him as Savior. Faith demands on earnest response of our wills to what we know in our heads and accept in our hearts as true. It is the soul reaching out by an act of the will to receive Christ in Whom it believes. True faith always involves a decision of the will. When we refuse to receive what we know will meet our needs, it will remain completely useless to us.

There is no merit in faith alone. Faith does not save: it is faith in Christ. Some people say, “It does not make any difference what you believe as long as you are sincere.” You may be sincere in what you believe, but if you believe a lie, it may harm you. The worshippers of Baal in the Old Testament were sincere in their faith, but their gods of wood and stone, which they made with their own hands, had no power to answer them as did the God of Elijah. If a child finds a pill which is a deadly poison, he may think it is candy and eat it in sincerity, but he will be sincerely dead.

Whether or not we receive Christ as Savior is a matter of life and death. “                                         

                                  “（John 3:36）. “He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath not the Son of God hath not life” （I John 5:12）.

The elements of faith are all bound together in the heart, the center of our spiritual lives. Knowledge of the Word of God is faith’s foundation. We must wholeheartedly accept that Word as true, and with our wills receive the Lord Jesus Christ as our own personal Savior.

Knowing that Jesus is able to save and that He came to be the Savior of the world, we must personally respond to these facts. “But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name” （John 1:12）. Those who believe Christ to be all that He clams to be and receive Him Become sons of God. When someone receives Christ by faith, that person has a deep conviction the He is real and that all of God’s Word concerning Him is true.

B. Living by faith 

1. Faith in God

There can be no dealings with God （Who is not presently visible to the eye without faith in His existence. We must believe that He hears prayer（Psalm 65:2）,and is  a “rewarder of them that diligently seek 【seek after】 him” （Hebrews 11:6）. （Study also Acts 27:22-25, Romans 4:19-21 and Genesis 15:4-6.）”And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him” （I John 5:14-15）.

To be rich in faith requires a rich knowledge of God’s Word. Believing and accepting God’s Word at face value is to have faith in the One Who spoke those words. “And they that know thy name will put their trust in thee: for thou, Lord, hast not forsaken them that seek thee”（Psalm 9:10）.”                                     

                         “（Mark 11:24）.

Faith believes all the God says is absolutely true, even though present circumstances seem to be against its fulfillment. 

2. Faith related to the Person and work of Christ

a. There must be a knowledge of Christ’s claims: Who He is and what His mission is in the world

Many thoughtful people find bible teaching about the Lord hard to believe. This is understandable. Who He really is-the Son of God, born as a baby in human flesh goes beyond our human understanding. But God’s Word teaches that Jesus was both perfect Man, and God Himself in human form.

Since He is the Eternal Word, through Whom the Father made the worlds（Hebrews 1:2）, then it is not strange that He should do miracles or rise from the dead. Once we believe that Jesus is Divine, we will find it reasonable to believe all of the miracles that He did. We see, too, that Jesus clearly claimed relationship with the Father as His only-begotten Son. 

Failure to believe Christ’s claims and miracles is to call God a liar, because His Word clearly teaches that these  things happened. If we question part of God’s Word, how can we tell which parts are true? If we should doubt part of God’s Word, all things come into question, and there are no solid facts on which we can rest our faith. Paul referred to this when he said, “And if Christ be not risen, then is our preaching vain, and your faith is also vain”（I Corinthians 15:14）.

（1） As to His person: He is God

“The Word [Christ] was God . . . And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, （and we beheld his glory, the glory as of only begotten of the Father,）full of grace and truth”（John 1:1b, 14）. “I and my Father are one”（John 10:30）.

                                          “（I Timothy 3:16）.

（2）As to His work: He safes the lost

                            “（Matthew 20:28）. 

“And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and give it to the disciples, and said, take, eat; this is my body. And he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins”（Matthew 26:26-28）.”And he is the propitiation [sacrificial death] for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world”（I john 2:2）.（Study also Luke 19:10; I Timothy 1:15; Hebrews 7:25.）

b. We must accept all of these claims as true 

“Be it known unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even by him doth this man stand here before you whole. This is the stone which was set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved” （Acts 4:10-12）. “Now are we sure that thou knowest all things, and needest not that any man should ask thee: by this we believe that thou camest forth from God” （John 16:

30）. “And Thomas answered and said unto him, My Lord and my God” （John 20:39）. “Thou are the Christ, the Son of the living God” （Matthew 16:16）. “Then Simon Peter answered him, Lord, to whom shall we go? Thou hast the words of eternal life. And we believe and are sure that thou art that Christ, the Son of the living God” （John 6:68-69）.

3. Faith related to the Word of God and His promises

The Lord Jesus has promised many benefits to those who trust in Him. A few of them are: Eternal life. John 17:26: “That he should give eternal life to as many as thou hast given him.”
A home in heaven after this life. Read John 14:1-4.

His presence with us here on earth. Matthew 28:20b: “Lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.”
Wisdom. James 1:5; “If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God… and it shall be given him.”
Strength. Psalm 28:7a: “The Lord is my strength and my shield; my heart trusted in him, and I am helped.”
Love. Read Romans 8:35-39.

Joy. John 16:24: “Hitherto have ye asked nothing in my name: ask, and ye shall receive, that your joy may be full.”
We should know whether or not a particular promise applies to Christians. Then we must believe God means what He says in that promise. We must accept it as true and not question or slight it. God cannot lie （Titus 1:2）. If we ask, we will receive from the Lord what we need to live God –pleasing lives.

V. WHAT RELATIONSHIP DOES FAITH HAVE TO WORKS?

A. Faith in action 

We must act upon God’s promises. True faith puts into practice what we believe （James 2:18b）.

If you have a chair, you may admire its looks and think that it is strong enough to hold you. You may say so; you may declare that you “have faith in” that chair. But until you sit in it （commit your weight to it）you do not show that your faith in the chair’s stability is real. Faith counts every promise of the Bible as true and trustworthy （Hebrews 11:11）; no trial can shake it （11:33-38）. It is so absolute that it survives even in the face of loss （11:17-19）.

Some feel that James and Paul contradict one another concerning the matter of faith and works （James 2:14-16 and Romans 4:1-12）. Paul emphasizes that we are made righteous in the sight of God without any works at all on our part. It is solely on the merits of Christ and His finished work on the cross. James emphasizes that we show our faith in Christ by our works, “                               

                                 “ （James 2:24） Paul makes faith the ground or basis of our justification, but James says we show our faith through a practical demonstration of works. We are justified by faith in the finished work of Christ. That faith is demonstrated by our good works. God is able to look into the heart, but men can only see that which is on the outside, the outworking of the heart, or the fruit of faith which is good works. 

Faith without works is dead. “Works,” as James uses the word, refers to a life that reflects God’s will and character in our daily walk （James 2:17）. But we must also remember Paul’s emphasis that we cannot have a walk with God unless we first have a saving faith. 

B. Action unlimited

There is no limit to what God can do through believers. Here are some examples of what God can do through those who have faith in Him.

“Time would fail me to tell of Gedeon, and of Barak, and of Samson, and of Jephthae; of David also, and Samuel, and of the prophets: Who through faith subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turned to flight the armies of the aliens” （Matthew 21:32; John 14:12）.

The question for the Christian is, “How much can I trust God to do?” “All things are possible to him that believeth 【trusts, relies on God】” （Mark 9:23b）. 

C. Faith in prayer

“And this is the confidence that we have in him, that, if we ask any thing according to his will, he heareth us: And if we know that he hear us, whatsoever we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we desired of him.” （I John 5:14-15）. We need to understand the promises on which we base our prayer. Believing that the promises are worth their full value, we then step out depending on them. Thus, we make real that which, at the moment, may be unseen and may not even exist, so far as our knowledge and vision are concerned. However, by faith we see it and claim it as a splendid reality. Speaking of the great men of faith in Hebrews 11, God said,  “These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth” （Hebrews 11:13）. “                    

                            “ （Mark 11:24）

Once we know our request is according to God’s will, there must be no hesitation or wavering between belief and unbelief. To doubt is to question God’s power to act. （Study Romans 4:20 and Acts 10:20.） Doubting limits God, for it is to Him that we pray. Real faith thanks God for the answer even before it is received, if it is in accord with His will.

VI. WHAT ARE THE RESULTS OF FAITH?

A. We are saved through faith

“By grace are ye saved through faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God: Not of works, lest any man should boast” （Ephesians 2:8-9）. The power of faith is not in itself, but in the Lord Jesus Christ upon Whom the faith rests. Salvation （Past, present and future） depends on faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. We cannot start out by depending on Christ and then change to depending on our works. This would really be taking our faith out of Christ and putting it in ourselves. We are not only saved by faith, but we live the Christian life by faith.

“Therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith: as it is written, the just shall live by faith “ （Romans 1:17）. But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested…Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all and upon all them that believe” （Romans 3:21a, 22a）.

We are justified （see lesson BBT 4） by faith: “Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ:” （Romans 5:1）. Our adoption （see lesson BBT 5） is by faith: “                       

                           “ （Galatians 3:26）.

We are sanctified （lesson BBT 7）by faith: “To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins, and inheritance among them which are sanctified by faith that is in me” （Acts 26:18）. We are kept by the power of God through faith : “Who are kept by the power of God faith unto salvation ready to be revealed in the last time” （I Peter 1:5）. Therefore, our whole salvation from start to finish is dependent upon faith in the Lord Jesus Christ.

B. Faith gives rest, peace, assurance and joy

Faith results in rest, peace, assurance and joy. At first there may be no great awareness of these, but as faith grows, we can see these fruits developing.

As you read the following promises, ask the Holy Spirit to give you the reality of this peace. “Thou wilt keep him in perfect peace, whose mind is stayed on thee: because he trusteth in thee” （Isaiah 26:3）. “Be careful for nothing; but in every thing by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known unto God. And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus” （Philippians 4:6-7）.”             

                                “ （Romans 5:1）.

“We which have believed do enter into rest…” （Hebrews 4:3a）. “For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his” （Hebrews 4:10）. “Whom having not ween, ye love; in whom, though now ye see him not, ye rejoice with joy unspeakable and full of glory” （I Peter 1:8）.

God starts with facts. Our confidence in His promises is called faith. Faith based upon facts often produces feeling, but God says very little about feeling. In contrast, the words “faith” and “believe” are mentioned over 490 times in the Bible.

Dr. A. T. Pierson said: “Fact, faith, feeling—this is God’s order. Satan would reverse this order and put feeling before faith, and thus confuse the child of God. We should march in accord with God’s order: Fact leads, Faith with its eye on Fact following, and Feeling with the eye on Faith bringing up the rear. All goes well as long as this order is observed. But the moment Faith turns his back on Fact, and looks at Feeling, the procession wobbles, “So many people want to have the feeling first and then will believe. This is contrary to God’s order. It is God’s will that we should enjoy a perfect calm in the assurance of our salvation, because it all depends upon Christ and nothing on us.
